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When this document is specified by the Purchase Order, the applicable paragraphs must be complied with prior to acceptance of product or services by          B&F Machine Company, Inc.  An explanation of each type of certification and/or quality requirement is contained herein. Purchase Orders will specify the type of certification and/or quality requirements required by noting the corresponding quality clause letters below. Supplier audits may be conducted by                                              B&F Machine Company, Inc. to verify conformance to stated Quality Requirements.

All certifications must be signed by a Supplier authorized agent and include the Supplier’s representative’s title. Descriptions of the information required for each type of certification are listed below. One copy of the certificate is required to be supplied with each shipment. Failure to provide proper certification may result in payment being withheld until proper certification has been received.

Suppliers (including all Sub-tier Suppliers) must comply with the latest revision of specifications listed herein at time of order placement.

A.  Material Certification - A material certification, from the original mill producer, shall be provided with the shipment stating the specification number of the material being supplied as it appears on the purchase order, revision letter, Purchase Order number, lot code or heat number, shelf life, (if applicable), and date of shipment. Actual test results as required by the specification, such as mechanical test data, chemical properties, hardness, etc., shall accompany the certification. Certification statements of conformance must be positive and unqualified; certification must be signed by an authorized Supplier representative including the Supplier representative title and date. Note, an unqualified statement asserts full compliance with no caveats, exceptions, or conditional phrases like "to the best of our knowledge.".

B. This certification must be signed by an authorized Supplier representative including the Supplier representative title and date. A supplier packing slip containing the above information is acceptable as a ‘B’ certification.

C.  Special Process Certification - A certification is required with a statement certifying conformance to each special process (e.g., welding, plating, fluorescent penetrant, heat treat, etc.) performed on the material to the specification(s) listed on the Purchase Order and/or engineering drawing.                 The signature of an authorized Supplier representative performing each special process including the Supplier representative title and date must appear on the certification. The certification must also include the Purchase Order number, part number and revision level, serial numbers (if applicable), lot number (if applicable) and quantity shipped.

D.  First Article Inspection Report - The supplier shall perform a 100% inspection of all drawing characteristics and notes, and provide a tagged, representative production article indicating “First Article”. An inspection report shall be submitted identifying each characteristic noted on the engineering drawing. The inspector shall stamp or sign each characteristic and drawing note indicating acceptance status. A certification statement referring to the B&F Machine Company, Inc. Purchase Order number, part number, revision level, serial numbers (if applicable), and quantity inspected shall accompany the First Article Inspection Report. 
E. N.  SUBSAFE/Level 1 Materials – The Supplier shall comply with the requirements of NAVSEAINST 0948-LP-045-7010, Material Control Standard, and NAVICPINST 4355.5, Receipt, Inspection, Storage, and Issue of SUBSAFE/Level 1 Material, for all materials designated as SUBSAFE/Level 1 materials. This clause is applicable only when Level 1 Material is explicitly identified on the B&F Machine Purchase Order.
P.  Source Inspection Required - Product acceptance shall be performed at the Supplier (including Sub-tier Supplier) facility. Prior to shipment of material or product B&F Machine Company, Inc. shall be notified to perform source inspection and initial acceptance of the product at the Supplier’s (including Sub-tier Supplier’s) facility. Acceptance does not imply Supplier’s product will not be rejected upon receipt at B&F Machine Company, Inc. should a deviation be found.

S.  Inspection/Layout Report - An inspection/layout report, identifying the characteristics produced on the purchased part(s) with the applicable inspection results is required with the shipment. Naval Nuclear Propulsion Information (NNPI) is defined as that information and/or hardware concerning the design, arrangement, development, manufacturing, testing, operation, administration, training, maintenance, and repair of the propulsion plants of Naval Nuclear-Powered Ships, including the associated shipboard and shore-based nuclear support facilities.

b.      NNPI may be classified (Restricted Data (“RD”), Formerly Restricted Data (“FRD”)) or unclassified (Unclassified Naval Nuclear Propulsion Information (“U-NNPI”), Unclassified Controlled Nuclear Information (“UCNI”)).

2. Access, Control, and Protection of Naval Nuclear Propulsion Information

a. The Supplier shall comply with all requirements, including, but not limited to, marking, handling, transmission, disclosure and disposal, specifically applicable to NNPI, including those set forth by OPNAVINST N9210.3, federal law, and Purchase Order requirements.

b. The Supplier shall allow access to NNPI by US citizens only, as access to NNPI is permitted only to U.S. citizens. Further, Supplier shall allow access only to those U.S. citizens with a Need-to-Know (“NTK”) the information to perform the Purchase Order. Access to classified NNPI shall be further limited to only those individuals with appropriate security clearance. 

c. The Supplier shall not disclose NNPI to Foreign Nationals or Immigrant Aliens. Access to NNPI by Foreign Nationals or Immigrant Aliens is strictly prohibited, regardless of whether within or outside of the Supplier’s company.

i. “Foreign National”/ “Immigrant Alien” is defined as a person that is not a United States citizen or a United States National.  

ii. United States citizens representing a foreign government, foreign private interest or other Foreign Nationals, are considered Foreign Nationals for industrial security purposes and the purpose of this restriction.  

d. 
Disclosure of RD, as defined in the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as amended, relating to the Naval Nuclear Propulsion Program, to employees of contractors that have been granted limited clearance under the provisions of the DoD 5220.22-M, National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM), is NOT AUTHORIZED. 

e. The Supplier shall develop and implement written policies and procedures, and other safeguards, for the protection of NNPI from inadvertent release by the Supplier, or any of Supplier’s subcontractors.

f. The Supplier shall prevent disclosure of NNPI to the public, to those without an established NTK, and to those without appropriate clearance (for classified NNPI).  

g. The Supplier shall report U.S. citizens having dual citizenship that require access to NNPI to the Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) (N00N)) PRIOR to granting the dual citizen(s) access to NNPI. 

h. The Supplier agrees NNPI, whether provided to Supplier or generated by Supplier as part of the Purchase Order, shall only be used for the performance of the Purchase Order.

i. NNPI generated by The Supplier and/or Supplier’s subcontractor(s) in performance of this Order shall contain markings to convey such designation as set forth in the requirements in OPNAVINST N9210.3, NN-801, and any Security Guidance/Directives. Supplier and its subcontractors are required to impose the same markings as found on documents containing NNPI that are provided to Supplier during the course of the Order in all of Supplier’s or its subcontractors generation, reproduction(s), expansion(s) or modifications(s) of NNPI. 

j. Unauthorized or suspected unauthorized release of NNPI information, whether intentional or unintentional, shall be reported by Supplier to the appropriate security personnel. This includes, but is not limited to, incidents of theft, improper disposal, placement on a website, transmission via electronic means, or violation of the information system(s) containing NNPI. 
k. Supplier shall immediately notify Electric Boat Corporation in writing when any litigation, subpoenas, or requests which either seek or may result in the release of NNPI are received by the Supplier or its subcontractors. If a court or administrative order makes immediate review by Electric Boat Corporation impractical, Supplier shall take all necessary steps to notify the court or administrative body of the Navy’s interest in controlling the release of such information through review and concurrence in any release.
l. The Contracting Officer reserves the right to audit Supplier’s procedures, systems, and facilities for compliance with the above requirements.

m. Exceptions to these requirements may only be obtained with approval from the Director, Naval Nuclear Propulsion Program (CNO (N00N)). The supplier shall make any request for exceptions via Electric Boat Corporation. 
n. Flow-down Requirement: Supplier shall insert this clause, including this paragraph, in all Lower-tier Subcontracts/contractual instruments it issues in performance of this Purchase Order that involve NNPI. 

3. Visitor Controls 

a. Unless prior written consent from Electric Boat Corporation is received, Supplier shall not permit any Visitors to its plants, offices, or facilities to view or examine documents, components, assemblies/subassemblies provided for or to be delivered under this Purchase Order, or to obtain information or data concerning such documents, components, assemblies, or major subassemblies.

i. “Visitor” as used herein refers to any person who visits the Supplier’s plant, office or facility and who does not represent the Supplier, B&F Machine Company, Electric Boat Corporation, or the Government in the performance of this Purchase Order. This includes Foreign Nationals, whose visits require additional controls beyond those necessary for visits by U.S. Citizens.

b. Supplier shall have procedures that will prevent the release of NNPI to Visitors or to any other person or entity, including its own employees, which are otherwise ineligible to access/receive NNPI; or who do not have an established NTK for performance of this Purchase Order. Supplier must notify the Electric Boat Corporation in advance of any Visitor to Supplier’s plant, office, or facility, who may be required to view or examine documents, components, assemblies, or major subassemblies provided for or delivered under this Order.

Flow-down Requirement: Supplier shall ensure similar controls are in effect at all lower-tier suppliers.

4. Marking

a. U-NNPI documents shall be designated “Not Releasable to Foreign Nationals” (“NOFORN”) and shall be marked NOFORN at the top and bottom of each page.

b. The following warning notice shall be included on the cover sheet and first page of NNPI documents: 

“NOFORN: This document is subject to special export controls and each transmittal to foreign governments or foreign nationals may be made only with prior approval of the NAVAL SEA SYSTEMS COMMAND.”

c. Media, such as video tapes, disks, etc., must be marked and controlled similar to the markings on the original information.

d. Classified NNPI is and shall be identified by markings as designated in OPNAVINST N9210.3.

e. Electronic files must contain the classification/handling identifier prescribed in OPNAVINST N9210.3 in the file name.

5. Storage
a. While in use, Supplier shall protect documents from unauthorized observation. 

b. Supplier shall not generate copies of U-NNPI documentation unless done in accordance with the provisions of the detailed guidance of the solicitation and/or Order requirements.

c. When not in direct, active control of an authorized individual, U-NNPI shall be secured in an opaque, locked container (e.g., file cabinet, desk, safe, etc.). Access to the container shall be limited to only authorized people, and any compromise of the container shall be able to be visually detected, and container should have no labels that indicate the contents. 

d. If removed from the Supplier’s facility, U-NNPI information must remain in the personal possession of Supplier’s authorized individual until such time as it can be properly stored.

e. If removed from the Supplier’s facility, U-NNPI information must remain in the personal possession of Supplier’s authorized individual until such time as it can be properly stored. 

f. NNPI shall at no time be left unsecured in a home, automobile, hotel room, or sent in checked baggage.

g. Information systems which will be used to store (electronic) NNPI files require NAVSEA 08 approval as per Letter 08B/19-03823 dated 02 August 2019.

h. Electronic NNPI files must be stored on an encrypted file share or removable media device (disks, CDs/DVDs, USB drives, etc.).

i. Personally owned computing systems including, but not limited to, personal computers (“PC”), laptops, and Portable Electronic Devices (“PED”), such as Personal Digital Assistants (“PDA”), are not authorized for processing NNPI. Exceptions require the specific approval of CNO (N00N).
6. Transmission

a. Transmission of NNPI outside of the Supplier’s company is prohibited, except to lower-tier subcontractors which have a specific NTK the NNPI, and to which the Supplier has invoked the requirements for safeguarding NNPI in compliance with the guidance and requirements of the Purchase Order.

b. Transmission of electronic NNPI files outside of the Supplier’s company may only be made to information systems approved by NAVSEA 08, as per Letter 08B/19-03823 dated 02 August 2019.

c. NNPI shall not be transmitted or disclosed to any Foreign National, Immigrant Alien, or foreign interest, whether within or outside the Supplier’s company. 
d. U-NNPI may be faxed within the U.S. and its territories, provided there is an authorized person waiting to receive the document to properly control it; and the device receiving the transmission is not connected to a computer system, unless approved by CNO (N00N). 
e. U-NNPI may not be faxed to facilities outside the U.S. or its territories, including military installations, unless the transmission line is encrypted using means approved by the CNO (N00N). 
f. U-NNPI may be shipped within the U.S and its territories as certified mail, via the U.S. Postal Service or any U.S. express freight carrier in an opaque envelope/package that bears no external marking to reveal its contents to unauthorized personnel.

g. Electronic NNPI files transmitted outside the Supplier’s facility must be encrypted.

7. Disposal

a. Supplier must promptly remove all NNPI markings from material produced under this Purchase Order but not delivered. If after removal of markings the equipment or component would still reveal NNPI, the item shall be disposed of in the same manner as classified material.

b. Supplier shall ensure that NNPI is disposed of in accordance with applicable direction in the OPNAVINST N9210.3 and, upon completion of disposal, shall notify Electric Boat Corporation in writing. Disposing of U-NNPI documents in the same manner as classified documents is preferred.

Insurance (GDEB)
1. Insurance Policies Required – At the Suppliers’ expense, and maintained until all obligations are complete:

· Commercial General Liability Insurance: 

a. Covers: premises/operations, products/completed operations, personal injury, contractual liability, independent contractors, fire damage.

b. Minimum limits: $2M per occurrence for bodily injury/property damage and products/completed operations.

c. Deductibles: Seller pays.

d. If watercraft is used: Add endorsement or Protection & Indemnity policy with same limits, plus Jones Act coverage for crew.

2. Business Automobile Liability Insurance: 

a. Covers: owned, non-owned, leased, or hired vehicles (if used on B&F Machine Company’s property).

b. Minimum limit: $1M per accident for bodily injury/property damage.

3. Workers’ Compensation Insurance: 

a. Meets state law where work is performed.

b. If work is similar to B&F Machine Company’s business and on B&F Machine Company’s Connecticut premises: Include endorsement naming B&F Machine Company as alternate employer (CT Statute 31-291).

c. Waiver of subrogation required (shown on Certificate of Insurance).

d. If work involves vessels, shipyard manual labor, or navigable water: Include Federal Longshore Coverage.

4. Employer’s Liability Insurance: 

a. Minimum limit: $1M per occurrence.

5. Professional Liability Insurance: 

a. Covers errors/omissions in services.

b. Minimum limit: $5M per claim.

6. Self-Insurance: 

a. If Supplier is self-insured (per Connecticut rules), provide a signed letter from a corporate officer confirming self-insurance, limits, and excess insurance details.

7. Subcontractors: 

a. Subcontractors must have the same insurance types and limits as Supplier.

b. Supplier indemnifies B&F Machine Company if subcontractors fail to maintain required insurance.

8. Claims-Made Policies: 

a. Retroactive date: Before or on Purchase Order start date.

b. Maintain coverage post-completion: 3 years (general) or 7 years (professional liability).

c. If coverage ends, buy extended reporting (“tail”) or provide another Buyer-approved guarantee.

9. Additional Insured & Policy Terms: 

a. B&F Machine Company, its officers and employees must be named additional insureds on General Liability, Auto, Employer’s Liability, and Professional Liability policies.

b. Supplier’s insurance is primary; B&F Machine Company’s insurance is excess.

c. No policy reduction, cancellation, or substitution without 30 days’ written notice to B&F Machine Company.

10. Evidence of Insurance: 

a. Provide Certificate of Insurance 3 days before work (or before starting work on B&F Machine Company’s premises).

b. Certificate must: 

(i) Name B&F Machine Company as certificate holder and additional insured.

(ii) Confirm Supplier’s insurance is primary.

(iii) Show waiver of subrogation for Workers’ Compensation.
(iv) Send the Certificate of Insurance to the Buyer’s Procurement Representative or mail to: B&F Machine Company, Inc., 370 John Downey Drive, New Britain CT, 06051. Attention: Director of Quality Systems.
(v) No evidence = no access to B&F Machine Company’s premises, no liability for B&F Machine Company, no cost/schedule adjustments.

11. Self-Insurance Details: 

a. If self-insured, submit a letter from the risk manager/finance office detailing: 

i. Actuarially funded self-insurance and limits.

ii. Excess insurance details.

iii. How B&F Machine Company is protected as additional insured.

iv. Claims handling process.

v. B&F Machine Company must approve the letter.

12. Subcontractor Insurance: 

a. Supplier ensures subcontractors are covered under Supplier’s policies or have their own equivalent insurance.

b. Supplier maintains subcontractor Certificates of Insurance to verify compliance.

AN. FAR/DFARS Clauses/Provisions Incorporated by Reference

The following Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS) clauses, are in effect on the date of our contract, are incorporated by reference into this purchase order and apply to your performance under this subcontract:

1. Incorporation by Reference: All cited FAR/DFARS clauses are included as if fully set forth. Full text is available at http://www.acquisition.gov/. If designated as a "rated order," comply with the Defense Priorities and Allocation System (DPAS) Regulation (15 C.F.R. Part 700).

2. Term Substitutions: 

· "Purchase Order" replaces "Contract."

· "Purchaser" or "BUYER" replaces "Government" or "Contracting Officer."

· "SELLER" replaces "Contractor."

· "SELLER's lower-tier subcontractor" replaces "Subcontractor," unless clearly referring to the prime contract, Government, BUYER, or SELLER.

3. Flow-Down Obligation: You must flow down these FAR/DFARS clauses and all provisions in this document to your lower-tier subcontractors, ensuring further flow-down where applicable.

4. Applicability: Clauses apply as required by the prime contract, law, or regulation. Non-applicable clauses (e.g., due to dollar thresholds, subcontract type, or specific prime contract terms) are self-deleting and without effect. Contact us with any questions about clause applicability.

5. Responsibility: You are responsible for determining and complying with all clause flow-down requirements. Our identification of thresholds or requirements is for informational purposes only and not determinative.

6. Precedence: For materials or products tied to a U.S. Government contract/subcontract, these clauses supplement Electric Boat’s General Terms & Conditions and Special Provisions. In case of conflict, Electric Boat’s terms govern unless otherwise required by the prime contract.

AO. INSURANCE 

1) Seller shall obtain and keep in force for the benefit of Seller and Purchaser reasonable insurance to cover risks in proportion to the volume and type of Goods and Services that Seller sells to Purchaser. Said insurance shall be from carriers that have a minimum rating of A.M. Best's A-: VII or S&P A and that are licensed to provide insurance in the jurisdiction in which work is to be performed. The minimum limits of said insurance shall be as set forth below:

i) Comprehensive General Liability - $5,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence;

ii) Aviation Products Liability - $5,000,000 minimum per occurrence (Aviation Direct Procurements only);

iii) Comprehensive Automobile Liability – Bodily injury/property damage covering all vehicles used in connection with the Goods in the amount of $1,000,000 combined single limit each occurrence;

iv) Statutory Workers' Compensation and or Employer’s Liability as required by state or country law.

2) Seller shall provide Purchaser with a certificate of insurance evidencing that the required minimum coverage is in effect and that Purchaser is named as an additional insured, provide a waiver of subrogation clause in favor of the Purchaser, and provide that all coverage provided by the Seller shall be primary. Such insurance shall not exclude the actions of any subcontractor that Seller may utilize under this Agreement. The insurance obtained by Seller hereunder shall have no effect on any obligations imposed upon Seller under this Agreement.
